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The Mandeville Legacy is a project led by Buckinghamshire County Council, which is celebrating Buckinghamshire as the birthplace of the Paralympic movement. One of the projects it supports is Driving Inspiration, a Creative Bucks project, which is about creating an artistic legacy that celebrates the birthplace of the Paralympics and raises the profile of the disability arts sector in schools and communities across the South East.
Project aims and achievements
Increased awareness of the story of how the Paralympic movement started

Bringing together Paralympians and disabled artists to run workshops in schools, sharing their inspiring stories and work with the young people, encouraging them to reflect upon and develop their own ambitions, as well increased awareness of disability and deafness.

Improved skills for the young people

Outcomes and impact
120 young people worked with dance theatre company Signdance Collective, visual artist Christine Wilkinson and Paralympic rower Naomi Riches, to produce a 10 minute performance and artwork.

The project included a visit to International Paralympic World Cup Shooting competition at Stoke Mandeville Stadium where some of the young people interviewed athletes and ‘had a go’ at the sport.

Next steps
The young people from Cressex School will share

their work and experiences at their school on 13th July and with 13 other schools from across the South East at Stoke Mandeville on 14th July.  

The work will be used to inspire an animation in collaboration with an overseas school in 2012.
